· Counsel Nicolas Cornelius started the meeting by going over the last few years of what has been going on with the District. He discussed the financial condition of the agency and explained all the legal proceedings. 
· Chief Deputy Resare also spoke. He advised he will be trying to get a special meeting with the Board of Supervisors scheduled so the District can meet with them and discuss our future. Mr. Resare did say that “No one wants services to be taken away”. As of this date, Apache County will not be assisting the Puerco Valley Fire District with any funds due to the debt that has been incurred. He advised we would have to speak to the Board of Supervisors to see if they can assist us. 
· Marleita Begay advised that a monthly journal entry is sent to the District that shows our debt and all the payments/credits from that month.
· Arbin Mitchell spoke and advised he represents the area of the Navajo Nation that we cover. He said he will try and get us a meeting with either the Navajo Nation President or the council. Mr.Mitchell requested a letter be sent to him from both the Puerco Valley Fire District and the Apache County Treasurer’s Office or Apache County Attorneys office with our current situation and any pertinent information. Mr. Mitchell was worried about the impact this situation will have if there are not enough employees to provide the needed services.
